Citizen’s Income Trust

Data Protection Notice

We are required to send you this notice to comply with the requirements of the Data Protection Act. In it we outline the data we hold about you, the reasons why we need to hold the data, and your rights regarding access to this data.

What information do we hold ?

We hold your name, the organisation you belong to or represent (if any), your address and/or the organisation’s address, your position within an organisation (if any), your telephone number, fax number, and email address, and/or the telephone number, fax number and email address of your organisation, subscriptions which you or your organisation have paid, and a note of any events which you have attended. 

What are your rights to know what information we hold ?

Under the Data Protection Act you are entitled to see a copy of all information we hold about you, whether this is held on our computer or in our paper based files. Should you feel that any information we hold is incorrect we would be happy to correct our records.

To request copies of the information we hold please write to: The Director, Citizen’s Income Trust, P.O. Box 26586, London SE3 7WY. As provided for in the Act, we charge a modest fee of £10 for providing copies of the data. Please enclose a cheque for £10 payable to the Citizen’s Income Trust when you request a copy of the data we hold about you.

Why do we hold information ?

We hold the data so that we can send you the Citizen’s Income Newsletter and other information about our work.

Who else can see the information we hold ?

It is the policy of the trustees that we do not pass any information about individuals to any other organisations either for commercial or charitable purposes.

What should you do regarding this notice ?

The purpose of this notice is to give you details concerning the information we hold about you and your rights concerning the matter. No action is required unless you feel you need to see the information that we hold about you.
